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This exhibition of prints from the NMWA collection focused on the
“outsiders” in Western society. The exhibition featured works from the
17th century amidst its overall range spanning the 16th through 19th
centuries. This period witnessed the West advancing into the New
World and Asia, and the West's discovery of previously unencountered
“outsiders.” At the same time, new nation states were emerging in the
West and new social hierarchies were born. There also arose a greater
variety and number of internal “outsiders.” Amidst these trends, starving
vagrants and executioners, for example, were some of the odd and
unusual types who became the focus of attention and curiosity. These
then became subjects for prints. Farmers and peasants divorced from
urban life also became the subjects of droll ridicule. In particular the
French printmaker Jacques Callot used his acute observation skills to
present vivid depictions of these disenfranchised members of society.
Later in the 19th century Daumier's works focused on the people of
distant lands, such as Africans and Asians, as part of the satire by the
French of the day and their fascination with these exotic peoples. This
exhibition aimed to convey one rarely considered aspect of the Western
gaze.

While the majority of small-scale print exhibitions at the NMWA have
focused on the works of a single artist or school, as the collection has
matured and grown, there is growing potential for this type of thematic
exhibition. We hope that various different types of unique and novel
exhibitions will become possible as the museum’s collecting activities
