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This exhibition presenting 54 works by Yasuomi Hashimura (HASHI) on
ancient Rome was held in conjunction with the L'eredita dell'Impero
romano exhibition. The works introduced were black and white
photographs shot by Hashimura and then subjected to a variety of
processes, thus creating mixed media works that fuse photography with
painterly techniques. Hashimura has dubbed this technique
Hashigraphy and began working in this manner in 1987. This exhibition
featured 17 works created between 2004 and 2006, combined with 37
works that he shot in Rome in 2009 for this exhibition. These works
present ancient ruins that trace Rome’s two millennia, along with the
lives of Romans today, and assume that people a millennium from now
will rediscover these scenes. These works presented viewers with an
opportunity to reflect on the fascination of Rome, the Eternal City, and
on the concept of time. This exhibition was an opportunity to present
the activities of a contemporary artist and his unique approach to the
