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This exhibition, organized in conjunction with the concurrent special
exhibition Rembrandt: The Quest for Chiaroscuro, was drawn from the
museum collection and featured Northern European prints created prior
to Rembrandt. The opening of the exhibition was delayed for
approximately one month due to the museum closing following the
Great East Japan Earthquake.

In general, the pre-modern painters active in Flanders, Germany and
other parts of Europe located north of the Alps, turned their attention to
external views of nature, and became particularly adept at realistic
representation. In fact, compared to the Italian arts that take the human
figure as their basis, Northern artists quickly excelled at landscape
expression and the depiction of carefully observed images of nature.
However, the images that they created were not solely images of the
visual world of nature, many of the works included a sense of various
fantastic and imaginary realms.

For example we might quote the worldviews of 15th and 16th century
German painters who longed for a primitive undeveloped landscape, or
the Flemish “world landscapes” which encompass the entire world in an
image that far surpasses the human-scale world. As seen in this
exhibition, the print media from this period must not be forgotten for its
reflection of the desires of the general populace, more so than those
seen in paintings and sculpture. In pre-modern Northern European
prints, there is both a humorous satire of human lust and iconic images
of the “mis-matched couple,” along with allegorical images with their
moralistic depictions of the meanings of death and sin. Even in the
narrative scenes that appear at first glance to be naturalistic depictions,
many of these scenes reflect the somewhat comic images of the acts
and expressions of the figures appearing in the compositions. This
exhibition thus explores this intersection of the fantastic with the
natural, as uniquely expressed by Northern European prints, introducing
46 works by artists such as Lucas Cranach the Elder, Albrecht Altdorfer,
Hans Baldung Grien and Pieter Bruegel the Elder. This selection is, in
essence, a recapitulation of European print history pre-Rembrandt.
