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The Prints and Drawings Gallery on the 2nd Floor of the New Wing remained closed from 1995
through 2001 due to the construction of the Special Exhibition Galleries Wing. Finally, the new
Prints and Drawings Gallery was opened in the Spring of 2001. Exhibitions made up largely of prints
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and drawings from the NMWA collections are held in the gallery twice a year.

This exhibition was a small-scale exhibition to introduce the rare cliche-
verre technique. The use of this technique can be confirmed as early as
1839, and it was developed during the initial development stages of
photographic techniques. Just as in the photographic process, this
printing process uses sensitized paper. Glass coated with a light sensitive
medium is scratched with a needle to create a picture with only the
scratched line areas allowing light through to expose the sensitized
paper beneath. This printing process was popular in France, England,
and America during the 1850s through 1860s.

The great landscape painters of the day, namely Corot, Millet, and
Daubigny and other artists of the Barbizon School, created a large
number of works using this technique. Corot seems to have been
interested in how this technique conveyed minute quiverings of the
atmosphere. He is known to have created 66 cliche-verre works.

This exhibition featured 36 cliche-verre works from the NMWA
collections. All of these prints by a variety of artists were printed in 1921
from original extant plates. As a comparison work, the exhibition also
displayed an etching by Corot to help visitors understand the
differences between the two print techniques.

It is extremely rare for a gathering of cliché-verre prints to be
displayed today, indeed anywhere in the world. Possibly because of the
fact that this technique is so closely related to photography, a popular
art form, a large number of people expressed their pleasure during the
exhibition and many of them made the effort to write letters and e-mails
expressing their appreciation for the exhibition. The NMWA 19th
century print collection leans heavily towards lithographs, but after this
experience it would seem desirable to continue to broaden and fill out
the collection’s range with the additional purchase of cliché-verre and

etching works by other artists. (Shinsuke Watanabe)
